Working with the Jeopardy Game

Download the file:

1. Go to http://www.atsolutions.info/classfiles.html
2. If you’re on a Windows based machine:

a. Right-click on the link for Jeopardy Game and choose Save Target As
b. Now choose a destination folder to save the game into

3. If you’re on a Macintosh:

a. Click on the file and it should start the download manager

4. If that doesn’t work, Control+click on the Jeopardy Game link and choose Save Target As
a. The file should now be stored on your desktop

Working with the game:

1. Make a copy of the original file and then work from the copy; here’s how:

a. Open the Jeopardy file

b. Click on the File menu, and choose Save As
c. Name the file something descriptive like “The Founding Fathers Jeopardy Game”

2. Now work from this file and keep the original Jeopardy file as a backup

Customizing the game:

1. Go to the 3rd slide and edit the text for “Your Name”

2. Go to the 4th slide and change the categories

a. Just click in the text boxes and change the text

b. You may want to write down your category names for future use (also write down which category is A, B, C… F)

3. Customize the questions on each of the rest of the slides

a. Each of the rest of the slides is numbered in the lower right-hand corner

b. They are numbered like A100, A200, A300, etc.

Using pictures instead of text as a question:

1. Delete the default text on that slide

2. Insert a picture (maybe ClipArt, maybe a file that you have saved)

3. If you make the picture very large, the link back to the main game screen probably won’t work.  You have to re-set the hyperlink:

a. Click on the picture

b. Click on the Insert menu, and choose Hyperlink
c. In the Link To section (left-hand side) choose Place In This Document
d. From the Select A Place In This Document section, click on Slide 4 from the list of slides

e. Click OK
Need help with the answers to your own questions?

1. Type the answers in the Notes section of each slide.

2. To view the answers during your game, right-click (Control+click for the Mac) on the slide and choose Speaker Notes
Ideas for class:
1. Let your students create the questions
a. Break your students into groups and assign one category per group

2. Have your school invest in some “game show buzzers” so you’ll always know who buzzed in first
